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CAMPSITES

RULES & REGULATIONS

CHECK-IN / CHECK-OUT

- RV sites: 2pm check-in, 12pm check-out.
« Cabins: 3pm check-in, 1lam check-out.

OCCUPANCY, GUESTS & VISITORS

- Campsites include up to 2 adults, 3 children,
and 2 vehicles.

- Guests: $10/$5 per adult/child per night
(good until 11am the following day).

- Cabins and cottages sleep 6 guests (max. 4 adults).

- One tent on RV site may be added for $30.
- If tent camping in a tent on an RV site, two tents
are allowed. A third tent can be added for $30.

© NO TENTS ALLOWED AT CABINS.

TRASH PICK-UP

- Guests are responsible for taking their own trash
to the dumpster (no outside / household trash
allowed in dumpster).

PETS

- Pets must be kept on leash when off-campsite
(6 ft.) and controlled at all times.

- Pets must be fenced or restrained with a leash in a
manner not to exceed 20 ft in diameter or come
within 6 ft of any roadway.

- Pet waste must be picked up and properly
disposed of immediately. There are pet stations
throughout the park.

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CAMPFIRES

- Fires are permitted unless otherwise advised.

- Campfires must always be attended and
extinguished before retiring for the evening.

- Be sure to completely douse the fire with water
if coals are still warm to the touch.

FIREWOOD

- No carry-in firewood. Guests are only permitted
to burn firewood purchased at the campground,
which is USDA certified and bug free.

- This is to help prevent the spread of pests
and tree diseases that can damage and/or
kill our trees.

SWIMMING / PLAYGROUNDS

« Pool hours may change seasonally and are
posted at the pool.

- Swimming in the pond is allowed 9am-dusk.
- Playgrounds equipment is closed after dusk.

QUIET HOURS / CURFEW

- Quiet hours are 11pm to 8am.

- All noise other than guests' voices (radios,
speakers, outdoor movies, etc.) should be
turned off for quiet hours. Quiet hours are
strictly enforced.

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CHILDREN

- All children should be under parental supervision
at all times.

- Personal golf carts (electric only) must be
registered at the office - proof of
insurance required.

- UTVs/ATVs, dirtbikes, etc are not allowed to
be used/driven through the campground
at any time.

MISCELLANEQUS

- Drones, fireworks, water balloons, and air horns
are not allowed at any time.

- We are a family-friendly campground,
inappropriate behavior or language will not
be tolerated.

- Do not deface any trees dead or alive. Please do
not nail/screw anything into the trees.

- Shoes must be worn in the office, restrooms,
and game room.
